originating from the Mediterranean basin, Greece
is considered to be its homeland, from where it
spreads to France and Italy, and from there -
around the world.

e The shoot is medium thick, light brown,
at the nodes dyed dark brown, with medium long
internodes.

e Leaf is medium in size (14.5/ 16.0 cm
- wider than long), slightly bent, five-lobed,
deeply serrated, with pointed teeth and bulges
at the tips, lower slightly bristly, with a mesh-
like wrinkled surface above. It can also be three-
lobed (California, Italy). The insertion point is
deep, closed, with an elliptical opening. The
petiole is medium-long, green, sometimes pale
pink, almost smooth. The autumn colour is
yellow-green with a rusty tint.

e Hermaphroditic flower with 5-6 stamens.

e Clusterissmall to mediuminsize (14.7/ 9.5
cm), semi-compacted to compacted, cylindrical
to cylindrical-conical, weighing between 120 and
160 grams. The rachis is long, thick, medium-
veined and woody at the base.

e The berry is small to medium (14.4 / 14.7
mm), spherical, juicy, sweet and with almost thick
skin, from greenish yellow to amber, with dark spots
when ripe, sometimes reaching light red (Australia,
Austria), but it is not capable of producing red
wines.

97,15% (clusters 2,85%), skins - 6,82%, seeds 2,33%,
flesh - 87,99%. The theoretical yield is 85,48%.

» Grapes accumulate a lot of sugars - 20-26%,
with a titratable acidity of 6-8 g/ dm3. One of the
rare cases in which the wine produced from it has
the aroma of grapes, as well as of nutmeg.

e Accumulation of high sugar makes the
grapes suitable for producing high quality dry and
dessert wines, which have a rich straw colour,
density and fine aroma. The variety can also be
used for sparkling wines, but mainly dry wines
are produced in Bulgaria.

e In practice, there are two branches
in addition to Tamyanka - Tamyanka Red and
Tamyanka Black. Their berries are pinkish-red
and dark red, respectively, and this is their main
difference with the Tamyanka branch. All of them
have the same characteristics and are capable of
producing only white wines.

RIESLING BULGARIAN

was created in Bulgaria by crossing the

Dimyat and Rhein Riesling varieties. The
creators are considered corresponding member
Kunyu Stoev and chief assistant Zdravko Zankov
and Y. lvanov in 1951 in the field of experience of
the Department of Viticulture in the then village
of Septemvri, today the town of Septemvri,
district of Pazadjik.

« Thevarietyis approved by the State Variety
Commission in 1961 and is located in Eastern
Bulgaria. It has been recognized as an original
variety by the Ministry of Agricultural Production
by Order No.13 of 23.01.1965. In Bulgaria, it is
not widespread at present.

e Mature shoots are light brown with darker
brown stripes, with medium thick, medium long
internodes.

e Leafismediuminsize, five-lobed, medium-
deep cut, thick, mesh to bubble-wrinkled.
Lamina top is covered with a thin web-like moss
underneath is slightly fuzzy. The insertion point
is open, arrowlike and deep. Petiole is medium-
long, slightly wine red. Autumn leaf colour is
yellow.

 Hermaphroditic flower is with 5 stamens
usually. Rarely 6.

e Cluster is medium in size (11.9 / 7.3
cm), compact, conical or cylindrical-conical,
sometimes with a single wing, with an average
weight of about 160 g. Rachis is medium-long,
medium-thick, tough.

e Berry is medium (14.9 / 12.9 mm),
spherical, yellow-green with a thick, though skin,
yellow-green, tanned in the sunny side and with
a thick waxy coating. Pedicel is a medium-long,
medium-thick, medium-sized, flat, slightly warty
pad. Flesh is juicy and sweet with a pleasant
acidity. The average weight is 1.40 to 1.74 grams.
There are 2-3 seeds in one berry. They are medium-
sized, pear-shaped, dark brown. The beak is short
and conical, chalaza is medium sized, centrally
located, and plant raff is slightly convex.

e Medium-ripening variety (in the second ten
days of September). The length of the growing
season is averaged 160 days, in different regions:
141 days - Pleven, 156 days - Plovdiv, and 179
days - Varna.

e The vines are of strong growth and good
fertility. The fertility rate is 1.25.

« Suitable rootstock is Chasselas x Berlandieri
41B, and as to the soils it is best developed on
clay-sandy and humus-carbonate.

The insertion
point is closed, with strongly sessile lobes and a
narrow elliptical opening. The petiole is short,
medium thick, green, slightly extended at the
base. Autumn colour is yellow.

» Hermaphroditic flower is with 5 stamens.

e The cluster is medium-sized (16.3 / 8.7 cm),
cylindrical to cylindrical-conical, very concise,
resembling a corn cob, from which one of its
names comes. The rachis is medium-long, almost
thick, tough, with a well-developed warty pad. The
average mass of a cluster is about 202 grams.

e The berry is medium in size (16.3 / 16.1
mm), weighing 2.17-2.55 g, oval, often deformed
due to the compactness of the cluster, caught
firmly on the pedicel, which is medium long,
medium thick well developed wartly plant pad.
The berry is slightly fleshy, sweet, and pleasant
to eat. The skin is thick, brittle, yellow amber.

o Suitable rootstocks are Chasselas x
Berlandieri 41B and Berlandieri x Riparia SO4.

« The variety is not prone to coulure and
Millerandage. It is sensitive to Downy Mildew,
Powdery Mildew, gray rot and low winter
temperatures.

e Rubin is a typical wine variety. The
percentage of berries in the cluster is 89.7%. The
berries have the following composition: skin -
8.42%, seeds - 4.46%, fleshy part - 87.12%. The
theoretical yield is 78,15%.

o Grapes accumulate sugars - 22-24% even
up to 30% with titratable acidity of 8 reducing to
about 5.5 g/ dm3.

« The wines of the Rubin variety are of high
quality, with intense dark red colour, extract and
harmonic. Dessert wines can also be produced.

elnishki Rubin is a grape variety that was
Mcreated at the Complex Experimental
Station - town of Sandanski through
the crossing of the Broad-Leaved Melnik (Shiroka
Melnishka Losa) and Cabernet Sauvignon by the
method of sexual hybridization. Its creators
are Yane Atanasov, Zdravko Zankov and Georgi
Karamitov.

e The variety was created in 1963, was
recognized as an original variety by State Variety
Commission in 1977 and was approved for a
new variety by Order No 120 / 15.01.1980 of
the National Agrarian and Industrial Union. It is
spread in the region of Blagoevgrad.

e A mature shoot is with medium to long,
medium-thick, cylindrical, slightly ribbed
internodes.

« The leaf is large, five-lobed (sometimes
three-lobed), thick, deeply cut, glaucous below.
The insertion point is open, arrow-like. The
petiole is medium-long, medium-thick, bristly with
prominent wine-red veins. Autumn colour is red.

» Hermaphroditic flower.

e The cluster is medium-sized (17.3/ 8.7
cm), cylindrical-conical, compact, sometimes
with one wing. The peduncle is medium-to-long,
medium thick, tough. The average mass of a
cluster is about 240-257 grams.

o The berry is medium-sized (12.5/ 12 mm),
slightly spherical, with an average weight of 1.6-
1.7 grams. The skin is dark blue, thick, leathery.
The pedicel is medium-long, medium-thick, with
a flat warty pad. The seeds are medium in size,
pear-shaped, olive green. The beak is short,
conical and sharp. The chalaza is well expressed,
round. The plant raff is slightly convex and the
recesses are deep.

o The variety is a late ripening (ripens in the
second half of September). The average period
from budding to technological maturity is 165 days.

« The vines are of strong growth and good
fertility and yield. The fertility rate is 1.46.

e Coulure and Millerandage are not observed.
It is sensitive to Downy and Powdery Mildew. The
variety is resistant to gray rot and with good cold
resistance.

« By mechanical composition, it is a typically
wine grape variety. The percentage of berries
is 96.96% and the clusters - 3.04%. The berries
have the following structure: the skins - 7.14%,
the seeds - 3.28%, the fleshy part - 89.57%.
